Content Topic: ELA: Biography/Reading for Information  Estimated Lesson Time:  50 minutes

Students will reach these objectives by April 25, 2013. By the end of today all students should meet the first four objectives, at least partially. Some may have time to move on to the fifth objective.

Provisions for Differentiation and Learning Styles:

Directions will be given during mini-lesson orally, on Powerpoint with graphics, and listed out on step-by-step information sheets. 

Students will move from classroom area to computers. In their project, they will incorporate written script with photographs, and verbally record. If they have time, they may choose a track of music to add to their Photostory.

Differentiation has occurred in a previous lesson last week with the classroom teacher – students were directed to print resources that met their reading levels.
Engagement (interest hook): 

In a previous lesson on April 16th, students were able to choose from a list of subjects in order to pick someone that interested them personally. 

Today’s hook: modeled mini-photostory on Baltimore Ravens Quarterback, Joe Flacco
Pre-assessment of prior knowledge: 

In a previous lesson on April 16th, students’ were surveyed about their use of the media center, subscription databases, Photostory, and using sources ethically.

From this I learned that out of the 74 students that responded:

· 62 of the students have been to the media center more than 7 times this year

· All have been with their ELA class; most have been with a Related Arts class

· 22 have been with a Social Studies Class, 11 with a math class, 0 with Science

· 65 have used the databases; 63 have used photostory

· 62 could accurately define plagiarism
Direct instruction:

Direct instruction on the task occurred on April 15th (T) and on April 16th (MS). Today’s direct instruction is mainly modeling and reminders:

Students will be given a guide to create their photostory script, and quick-start guides to complete their research, photo gathering, and works cited independently
Modeling and guided practice: 

MS will model a completed project on a subject that was not one of their choices.

MS will model steps to accessing database, saving citations and photographs, and creating the Photostory.
MS and T will walk around and guide students while they are using the computers to research and create.
Independent practice:

· Step One: (done last week) Using a print source and the Cornell Note Taking Method, obtain an overview of your chosen subject. Properly cite your source(s).

· Step Two: (today) Using your notes, the databases, and Google images fill in your script and collect images for the Photostory. Properly cite your sources.

· Step Three: Import your photos and record your Photostory.

· Step Four: Save for grading and present to the class!

Sharing and reflecting:

Students will share projects by presenting them and reflect with an exit card at the end of the unit on Thursday

Assessment (formative and/or summative): 

Previous Formative assessments have been

· a check of their works cited practice (ms)

· a check of their cornell notes (t)

Todays Assessment will be:

· MS & T will walk around and check student progress

· MS will check saved K-drive to assess progress and understanding at the end of the day

Summative Assessment will be the project presentation (T) and Works Cited (MS)

Evaluation of lesson: 
Ms. Barth and I both feel today’s lesson went well, we did both wish there was a way to demonstrate the computer process while they were at the computer for clarity and engagement. We did feel that explaining steps 1, 2, and 3 all at once was too much. Today we modified on the spot to do just one and two and gauging that students were overwhelmed with info have pushed the modeling of the Photostory  to tomorrow. There is a collaborative and more in-depth evaluation at the end of the collaborative plan regarding the project as a whole. We think that tomorrow we will keep them off computers for a few minutes in the beginning tomorrow to be more organized with their scripts. Once their scripts are checked we will let them move over and log on to be more specific with where the gaps remain in their research.
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
